




The Village

Known as ‘The Valley of the Glaciers’, Grindelwald offers a truly
spectacular setting. One of Europe’s oldest mountain resorts,
the village is situated within the Bernese Oberland, an area of
great natural beauty in the Swiss Canton of Bern.

Unlike many resorts, Grindelwald is a true four season location,
a place to simply relax or pursue some of the extensive leisure
activities available throughout the year.

With its proximity to other ski resorts such as Wengen and
Murren, both of which can be accessed via ski or train, the
winter offers the skiing enthusiast approximately 200 km of
slopes. Summer activities include hiking, mountaineering,
bicycling, tennis, golf and paragliding. 

Grindelwald is easily reached by car via four international
airports – Zurich (2 1/4 hours), Basle (2 hours), Geneva (2 1/2
hours) and Bern (1 hour).  It is also easily accessible by train.

With a tradition of tourism going back over 100 years, visitors
will find the town a very welcoming destination.

The Service

The Fiescherblick will have a comprehensive concierge service
available to take care of the needs of all the  apartment owners
and to facilitate their enjoyment of the resort. 

Owners will also be able to arrange for their apartments to be
prepared in advance of arrival and to be closed up on departure.
At all times, the apartments will have the added benefit of being
overseen by the Hotel’s security.

To keep things simple, there will only be one all inclusive service
charge. This annual charge is linked to the apartment’s size and
will be approximately 100 Swiss Francs per square meter. 
Aside from maintaining the apartments, extras include parking,

airport collection, ski hire, deliveries, room service and the
booking of all leisure activities. Please note that all extras will be
additional costs and not included within the service charge.

The resident hotel manager, Mr Johannes Brawand, will manage
the Fiescherblick service. The Brawand family has managed the
Hotel Fiescherblick for over 100 years and have always been
known for their friendly and professional approach. 

Overseas Owner Service

Owning a property abroad can often result in many difficulties
due to local regulations and taxes.

The Idea

Ready for use by December 2009, The Fiescherblick
Apartments will consist of 19 unique and unusually spacious
units and will be built as an addition to the Hotel
Fiescherblick. 

The new building has been sympathetically designed in
Chalet style to fit seamlessly with the hotel and the
surrounding area. At the same time, the existing hotel will be
renovated to create a high quality 20 bedroom boutique
hotel.

A specialist interior designer attached to the project will
assist in creating a unique interior environment for the
apartments which will be in keeping with the general feeling
of the building.  

The owners will be able to use their apartments for up to six
months of the year and are required to make their apartments
available for rental through the hotel in the remaining time.

The longer the period of rental, the more attractive the potential
yield to the owners. Owners will earn 50% of all net rental
income and this could be used to defray mortgage and other
costs.  

The Fiescherblick is a unique investment opportunity, offering
owners  high specification apartments with access to top class
leisure, concierge and overseas services.

The Investment Opportunity

Investment in Swiss property is an attractive proposition.
Switzerland is one of the wealthiest countries in the world
with one of the highest GDP’s per capita. It is a low inflation,
stable environment with a historically strong currency.

Foreign investors in the Canton of Bern (unlike ‘Valais) are only
taxed on their Swiss income and wealth. Mortgage balances,
mortgage interest and all service costs are tax deductible.
Similarly apartment resale,  in contrast to many other Cantons,
is also unrestricted. 

For potential buyers we will facilitate the purchase and ensure
that all legal requirements are observed via introductions to
mortgage lenders and the local notary. 

Currently buyers can expect to borrow up to 50% of the total
purchase cost with the ability to borrow additional funds if these
are secured by deposits at the bank.

The Location

The Fiescherblick is located in a conservation area opposite a
picturesque 15th century village church and is within a five
minute walk of the village centre and main ski lift system, the
First Bahn. A bus link to both the town and surrounding areas is
also located nearby. 

The apartments enjoy stunning views south across the valley
to the impressive Grindelwald Glacier and the Wetterhorn and
Eiger mountains.

The Lifestyle 

Being an apartment owner offers more than just an alpine
holiday home. It is a lifestyle in itself. The Fiescherblick will have
its own leisure facilities including gymnasium, spa, treatment
centres  and swimming pool. 

Furthermore, owners will have access to a restaurant, bar, pool
room and smoking room.

Each apartment will be traditional chalet
style incorporating modern facilities.  Using a combination of
natural elements-wood, limestone and granite together with the
latest bathroom, kitchen and technological appliances, the
intention is to create the most dynamic interior designs for
modern alpine living.
